Highlights of her presentation:

She and Sharleen Karamanian, Manager of Fmanc&ak Services, have researched

Texisting positions held inother municipalities.”

A part-time bylaw enforcement officer hired at January 1, 2010* would have
resulted in a project salary of $33,000 per annum, including an additional $6,600 in
benefits. To cover this salary an 11.75 per cent increase to property taxes would
have been implemented, meaning an additional 546 (average) for home owners in
2010%*,

A full-time bylaw enforcement officer at January 1, 2010* would have resulted in a
projected salary of $66,000 per annum, including an additional $13,200 in benefits.
To cover this salary a 16 per cent increase to property taxes would have been
implemented, meaning an additional $92 (average) for home owners in 2010%*,

* information is based on hiring in the current (2010) budget year.
**The gctual increase to 2010 property taxes (from 2009) was eight per cent.

Council asked for Tim Harris to provide a report regarding the current fine schedule.

Council further discussed this matter, with comments from the public. Highlights of
discussion:

The Village cannot rescind a building permit for a bylaw infraction.

Some municipalities allow application for a variance to their noise bylaw.

Noise is the primary source of bylaw infraction in Anmore.

Residents can phone Village Hall after-hours to obtain an on-call phone number for
after-hours concerns.

The specific types of noise identified in the noise bylaw could be reviewed.

The bylaw could be revised to require future owner/builders to obtain a business
license, as new house construction differs from existing house construction and
maintenance.

If an owner or contractor incurs multiple noise bylaw violations, the Village could
revoke their business license.

The Village could consider increasing the working hours noted in the noise bylaw, to
the benefit of contractors.

A property owner applying for a building permit to construct his/her own residence
could be deemed a contractor, but the owner/builder is hot required to obtain a
business licence; and further, the Village could not revoke the building permit.

The Village could ook at ways to help the contractor complete a project sooner by
allowing longer work hours during spring/summer months.

The Village may consider hiring an enforcement officer for a specified time duration
{e.g. April to October).

= Several members expressed support for Mr, Vance’s proposal noting that the services were budgeted
for. It was suggested that the proposed services will get the village to a point where it can gauge the
public’s view on the process and ascertain whether to proceed with the next step in a sustainability plan.

» A member questioned Mr. Vance’s level of experience in working with smaller communities. Members
commented that smaller communities were included in Mr. Vance’s list of past/current clients, that he
appeared to be well aware of Anmore’s key issues and that the consultants to do the actual study would
be selected by RFP; a preference for those with smaller community experience could be made at that
time.

» A member expressed concern with respect to sole sourcing contracts.

»  Members discussed the anticipated time-frame for the project.

«  Members were of the understanding that the minimum amount permitted to be spent without going to
RFP is $5,000.00. Staff checked the village’s policy manual and determined that as of 1992, amounts
over $3,000 require an RFP. Staff will confirm as to whether the amount has since changed and report
back to the committee.

6. 2010 Grant Applications

Anmore Times

= The Anmore Times has requested a grant for $3500.00

» A member circulated copies of the Belcarra Barnacle and a spreadsheet that included the member’s own
calculations as to what the Anmore Times’ average ad revenue would be over a two year period.

= In opposition to the grant request, a member stated that a profit of $2200 would be realized by the
Anmore Times if the full amount of $3500 were granted. Questions were posed as to what the delivery
costs are for, who does the printing for the Anmore Times’ and what the actual cost is per page; it was
suggested that less expensive printing could be obtained.

» Linda Weinberg, representative of the Anmore Times, expressed concern that Councillor Piamonte had
not recused himself from the discussion and felt it inappropriate that he be speaking on this issue. Mrs.
Weinberg explained that printing of the Times is done by a village resident and was the best deal they
could get at the time services were initially acquired; those with knowledge of the Times’ financial
figures will be available at the Council meeting.

= Differences of opinion were expressed between members as to the appropriateness versus responsibility
of the committee to micro-manage how grant funds from the village are spent. :

« A member reported that the Belcarra Bamacle is produced by a volunteer group and stated that almost
all costs are covered by advertising. It was stated that the paper received a $500 grant from the Village
of Belcarra in 2010 and approximately $300 in lieu equivalent from the village in staff time, supplies

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and postage. It was suggested that if the Barnacle does not require $3500 for the paper they produce,
that the Times should not be given a $3500 grant that would generate a profit.

Noting that the Times has not received any funds for 2010 and it is now October, some members
suggested moving forward on the motion to grant $3500.00 as requested and that any surplus be
addressed during discussion of the 2011 grant application request.

A member expressed agreement in that they did not support a grant amount that would produce a $2200
profit when it was unknown what the Times would do with the funds

Larry Baron, resident of 1908 East Road, raised some questions. Noting that the Times is managed by
volunteers, Mr. Baron questioned costs for a Council meeting reporter and delivery costs. It was

~suggested that the Times is something that the village gets-a service from-and-would be more- .. ...

appropriate as an actual service purchased by the village rather than a grant. It was questioned what the
village gets for the money provided and stated that costs to distribute copies of the Times to households
in Anmore is wasteful; that most people have internet and can print our their own copies. It was
suggested that if residents request a printed copy, that they could ask the Times to mail them a copy and
that the Times ask the village to reimburse the costs. Mr. Baron suggested that to keep the grant at
$3500 assuming their costs are the same is not a reasonable argument.

A member clarified that in past years, the amount requested by the Times has varied from year to year
depending on the paper’s need with some years having received no requests for a grant. It was
suggested that many residents do value the Times given that all copies are gone within four days of
having been distributed to pickup locations throughout the village.

Comparisons were discussed between the Anmore Times and Belcarra Barnacle with reference to the
number of copies printed and amount of advertising revenue generated by each paper.

A member expressed concern and a desire to obtain more information from the Times as to whether or
not they can operate with a modified grant amount of $2000.

Three members suggested to grant the Times $3500 in 2010 and to revisit the amount to be granted in
2011 once a better understanding of the paper’s costs are obtained.

It was suggested that the grant application form is confusing and will require fine tuning.

response, it was noted that many Anmore children attend the camp that has operated for over 20 years
and that it is the only summer camp opportunity for children in a community that they are a part of.
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= Staff reminded members that the applicant was asked to resubmit their request once the new grant
application form was available; however, the committee had already pre-approved a $650.00 grant to
the association for 2010.

The villages of Anmore and Belcarra each contribute
$250 per year to this joint scholarship for a student who is completing an ECE program and often will
work for a time at Friendly Forest.

= Two members suggested that scholarships should be entered as a budget line item rather than a grant,
adding that it is an ongoing commitment by the village.

Councillor Piamonte: Okay, then let me ask you a question...

Mayor Anderson: ...and being at this table and being in this room, has an influence over the discussion...

Councillor Piamonte: Let me ask a question.

Mayor Anderson: No, I’'m not finished talking. So you have two choices here. You have a choice to either

say, recognize that there is a conflict, that you could be, or a potential conflict of interest and remove

yourself from this discussion on this item or you can decide to stay and let the consequences be what they
may.

Councillor Sedergreen: In deed.

Councillor Piamonte: Let me ask you a question. When the former Mayor sat there for the many times
that he was the Mayor and this item came up, did he ever recuse himself when his wife is on the editorial
board of the Anmore Times. Did he ever once recuse himself besides the time that he did?

Mayor Anderson: That’s not, that’s not the issue here.

Councillor Piamonte: No, I'm asking a question.

»  Staff recalculated figures on the Anmore Times® 2011 grant application to account for the revised 2010
grant amount of $2,000.

A member expressed concern as to the Times” comfort level with the committee redrafting their figures.
It was proposed to table the item allowing the Times the opportunity to review their figures based on the
revised grant amount for 2010.

1. Call to Order
The meeting was called to order by Chairperson, Mario Piamonte at 7:00 p.m.
2. Approval of the Agenda
It was MOVED and SECONDED:
“To approve the agenda as written.” CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY
3. Adoption of the Minutes
It was MOVED and SECONDED:

4. Business Arising from Minutes
» A member inquired as to the status of the Emergency Response Disaster Plan contact list being updated
by staff. Councillor Piamonte will bring this item forward at the next regular Council meeting.
5. Update Reports — Action Items

» It was reported that Tim Harris has put together a list of specifications as to what the village is looking
for in a mobile command unit and will obtain quotes from various suppliers.

= [t was reported that Karen-Ann Cobb will prepare the JEPP grant application. In order to leverage the
village’s budgeted $10,000 for emergency preparedness, the grant application will be for the purchase
of a mobile command unit. With the JEPP grant funding 50% of the cost of the unit, there will likely be
village funds remaining to purchase other Emergency Preparedness items. The application will be
submitted by its deadline date on October 31% 2010, Upon approval of the application, grant funds will
be available to be spent on April 1, 2011.

= Councillor Piamonte reported that he has agreement from Tim Harris that a secure temporary storage
area will be provided for Emergency Preparedness Supplies in one of the Public Works Yard’s storage
units. Some small storage containers may still need to be purchased.

» It was explained that of the original $1,000 budgeted line item for Emergency Preparedness,
approximately $700 remains available. Members were asked to prioritize items that are felt to be the
most necessary to purchase and have the listing forwarded to staff who will make the purchases.
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Members reviewed a report previously prepared by three of the committee’s members. In addition to
other recommendations, the report includes an inventory of emergency preparedness items stored in the
village hall, the condition they were found in and suggested additional supplies to be purchased.
Members discussed each item individually as to the necessity of its replacement or new purchase and
considered the type, size and quantity of supplies required.

It was noted that Emergency Preparedness items to be purchased by staff are for use by the Emergency
Team in the first 72 hours following an event and are not meant to duplicate items that each resident
should have in their own 72 hour emergency kits.

Members agreed to prioritize the list to ensure the highest priority items are purchased first. It was
agreed that staff will be instructed to purchase items from the list (in order of priority) until the
budgeted $700 is fully spent.

In considering the number and size of tarps required to be purchased, it was noted that the scouts have
approximately 12 smaller tarps that the village could use in the event of an emergency.

Jim Matthews has two whiteboards (one is 24” x 48” in size; the other is 24 x 24”) to donate to the
village’s emergency preparedness supplies.

With respect to safety vest, it was recommended that vests be obtained through JEPP that are color
coded by position. Councillor Piamonte will look into this.

Councillors Sedergreen and Piamonte offered to donate pens and pencils.

A member suggested that the village obtain an inverter. In response it was explained that the intent is
for the mobile command unit to have one built in.

A member suggested that when replenishing emergency food ration bars, that it be scheduled to do so
before they expire so that they may be donated to the food bank.

A member suggested that once the village has obtained a mobile command unit, residents could be
asked to donate items (such as tools) to the village’s emergency preparedness supplies as done in
Belcarra.

Councillor Piamonte will prioritize the list of items to purchased and email it to all committee members
for input prior to forwarding to staff.

Other Business

In response to a member’s inquiry, Councillor Piamonte will inquire with staff as to the number of
Emergency Preparedness handouts from Ma Murray Day that have been given out. These handouts are
available for residents to pickup at the village hall and include a magnetic list of emergency supplies
each household should have as well as “help” and “ok” window signs.

Cherri Woode will pickup some additional copies of the three handouts for Block Watch.

SUBJECT: TOWNS FOR TOMORROW PROGRAM - MOSSOM CREEK
CULVERT CROSSING

Recently, the Village received notification from the Provincial Government announcing the
2010 Application intake for the Towns for Tomorrow Program. This program is geared to
sraller communities in the Province with respect to sustainability and meeting infrastructure
needs. The program provides funding for infrastructure projects that address climate change
and contribute to the overall health, sustainability and livability of communities. The Mossom
Creek Culvert Crossing would be an eligible project for the Towns for Tomorrow Program.
Communities with populations under 5,000 would cost-share with the Province on an 80/20
basis, (80% Provincial & 20% Municipal) to a maximum provincial contribution of $400,000.00.
The deadline for applications is January 14", 2011.

As you know, earlier this year, Max Coupland, Engineering Consultant advertised the tender for
the replacement of the culvert and 2 prices were received which exceeded the Village’'s budget
for this project and the project was put on hold. The Village has exhausted the Infrastructure
Grant for the East Road Reconstruction project which originally included the replacement of the
Mossom Creek culvert. The Village has received a grant from TransLink to assist with this
project; however, additional funding is required.

One of the mandatory items to be submitted with the Village’s application is a Council
resolution authoring the project to proceed.

If Council would like Staff to proceed with this application, the following resolution wouid be
appropriate:

“THAT COUNCIL SUPPORTS THE 2010 TOWNS FOR TOMORROW GRANT APPLICATION FOR
THE UPGRADE OF THE MOSSOM CREEK CULVERT CROSSING AND AUTHORIZES STAFF TO
PROCEED IN SUBMITTENG THE APPLICATION.”

BACKGROUND

As is outlined in the attached letter from the Countryside Village Strata Corporation (Strata) dated
31 October 2010, an application has been received to amend the Zoning Bylaw by changing the
regulations within the RCH-1 (Residential Compact Housing 1) zone regarding the manner in which
garage floor space is treated in the calculation of the permitted size of the second storey of a two
storey house. The purpose of this report is to provide Council with information on the requested
text amendment to the Zoning Bylaw so that Council can make a decision as to how to proceed with
application.

BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF REQUESTED ZONING BYLAW AMENDMENT

Currently within the RCH-1, Section 305A.2(b) requires that the gross floor area of the second floor
of a two storey dwelling not exceed 80% of the floor area of the first storey. The purpose of this
regulation was to require that the upper storey be recessed or set back from the lower storey in order
to prevent a new two storey house being constructed that would be “box-like” in appearance.

The issue that the Strata has raised is not pertaining to the requirement that the upper storey must be
less than the lower storey. Rather it is the manner in which the size of the first storey is calculated
for the purpose of calculating the maximum size of the second storey that is the issue for the Strata.

The following chart provides a comparison of the existing and proposed regulatory regime in the
RCH-1 zone and how it might apply to a new house on a 4000 square foot lot.

UNDER EXISTING WITH PROPOSED

Max. Floor Area Ratio (excl. garage space) 0.7 0.7
Max. Lot Coverage 50 - 55% 50 ~55%

Under the existing Bylaw, the maximum total floor area of the upper floor would be lower than
would result in the proposal from the Strata because the garage floor area would not be included in
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
