Regular Council Report – May 24th 2011

The meeting was called to order by the mayor at 7:15 pm. In attendance were all members of Council, Karen Ann Cobb, Manager of Corporate Services, Sharleen Karamanian, Manager of Financial Services, Michael Rosen, Planning Consultant, Bill Cox, Auditor for BDO, a contingent from 1st Anmore Scouts and about 5 other members of the public.

The first major item was the presentation of the 2010 Financial Statements to Council by Sharleen Karamanian, Manager of Financial Services. Bill Cox, an auditor with BDO gave an overview of the statements. An AGM will be held towards the end of June at which time the Financial statements can be made available to the public. A motion to accept the Financial statements was passed unanimously by Council.

The minutes of the Regular Council meeting held on May 10th, 2011 were adopted with the addition of the Councillor Piamonte’s statement that although he supported the amendment to the Anmore Building and Plumbing Code (increase in developer fees by $1000 to cover cost of  paying  Environmental consultants), he did not want this to be a stop gap process. He would like to see Council look at the issue of Development Area Permits and integrate it into a revised Official Community Plan (OCP) along with suitable Bylaws to enact it.

The next order of business was a Delegation of 1st Anmore Scouts requesting a donation of $800.00 to attend the Pacific Jamboree to be held July 9th to 16th. Council passed a motion to use the $600 available in Grant funds and $200 from Contingencies fund.

Discussion was then held on the proposed new Anmore Procedural Bylaw. It had to be tabled again pending inclusion of changes made as a result of the discussions.

Council then voted unanimously to receive the  minutes of the Parks Committee meeting of March 9th, 2011 and the Environment Standing Committee meeting of April 18th, 2011.

Under the Mayor’s report, items listed were the upcoming Green Waste public information meeting to be held at Anmore Elementary on May 31st and the Strawberry Social fundraiser to be held on  May 29th .

Councillor Piamonte reported on the passing of long time Anmore resident Ted Ullmer on May 21st. Other items reported were the PAC – Emergency Preparedness meeting to be held at Anmore Elementary on June 7th and the upcoming Public Works Committee meeting to be held on May 26th. The regularly scheduled Emergency Preparedness meeting of June 9th was pre-empted for the Volunteer Appreciation Night and he was trying to reschedule it.

Councillor Piamonte also passed on to Karen Ann Cobb a recent Press Release from the Provincial Government that stated that $700,000 has been made available to fund training for local government emergency management staff and emergency social services volunteers. He suggested that Administration might want to follow up and determine how to access the funds available.

Councillor Sedergreen read out a prepared note on Bylaw enforcement in Anmore.

Councillor Palmer Isaak reported on the upcoming Strawberry Social fund raiser for the Anmore Youth and Community Services Non-profit Society.

Karen Ann Cobb reported that the Tax notices were mailed out, Volunteer Appreciation Night will be held on June 9th and that Howard Carley would be back from vacation on June 7th.

Under Bylaws, Council unanimously gave 2nd reading to the Anmore Zoning Amendment Bylaw (regarding the manner in which garage floor space is treated in the calculation of the permitted size of the second storey of a two storey house in Countryside Village Strata). It is planned to have a public meeting on June 14th.

Council also unanimously reconsidered and adopted the Anmore Building and Plumbing Code Amendment to increase the developer’s fee by $1000 to cover the cost of an Environmental consultant. Councillor Sedergreen asked that he also be put on record that he echoed Councillor Piamonte’s concern that this not be a stop gap process. He would also like to see Council look at the issue of Development Area Permits and integrate it into a revised Official Community Plan (OCP) along with suitable Bylaws to enact it.

Council unanimously passed a resolution to go to an In-Camera meeting after conclusion of the Regular Council meeting to deal with legal issues.
