 Finally we are getting somewhere in terms of coming to the table to discuss these matters in a serious manner. I have been in contact with Iain Black’s office to get a provincial mediator assigned to us under the Ministry of Community and Rural Development.

 Just to clarify a few points in your letter regarding both the Technical and Governance issues: 
1)     The requested Anmore “Feasibility Study” was to determine an overall addition of sewage to the Port Moody pipe load at an estimated cost of $40,000 (essentially a dynamic Sewer Model which Port Moody does not have today). The SD43 “Engineering Study” SHOULDentail the exact same parameters, as they, like Anmore Green Estates (AGE), would be connecting to the Port Moody sewer system and will affect future flow models in Port Moody.
2)      According to Gary Holtz’ email from June 6th, 2009 (attached):
“The terms of reference for the study have been established by the City of Port Moody Engineering Department Staff.  We believe it would be necessary  to talk to Port Moody City Engineering staff if you would like our terms of reference modified.” 
3)      If Port Moody Council agrees in Principle to a sewer connection, AGE is simply asking that these terms of reference include both our strata and School District 43’s middle school. Again the details would be agreed upon in a Specified Sewer Area (SSA) Agreement between Port Moody and Anmore.
4)      Your assumption that the GVSDD will not consider these Specified Sewer Areas is incorrect. On the contrary, in a June 2007 meeting with Hal Weinberg and Toivu Allas (Manager, Policy and Planning Department, GVRD), such an agreement is the premise for Anmore to be accepted into the GVSDD; also one of Port Moody Council’s requirements as passed by resolution in Sept 2007.
5)      The Village of Anmore’s OCP has a specific provision for Anmore Green Estates to be connected to a sewer line in the near future. Also, one of the Village’s covenants before the middle school is built is that such services be established AND that they mitigate the overall effects of the school in the surrounding communities.
6)      I doubt that when Metro Vancouver’s CAO appeared before Council, that he even knew that our strata and the middle school are both seeking a sewer connection to Port Moody’s sewer lines. Otherwise his “unequivocal statement”, by extension, means that Port Moody should not allow the extension of their sewers to the middle school in Anmore either.
 
I agree that further discussions should be dealt with through a mediator, not the media, and to ONLY discuss the connection of AGE and the middle school to the Port Moody sewer system. This is a top priority for both our strata and SD43, and both of us do not want to get bogged down in other political matters relating to the Ioco lands nor other inter-community services.
