Report on Special Council Meeting July 20, 2010
New Mayor Anderson is enthusiastically embracing her new responsibilities. There have been three meetings of the entire Council in the last eight days – Regular Council Meeting on July 13, Finance Committee (all Council members plus two residents) on Monday, July 19, and a Special Council Meeting on July 20th. It was very difficult getting the agendas and attachments for the last two meetings since they were not on the Village website.

Mayor Anderson called the meeting to order at 7:10. All members of Council were in attendance, as were four employees: CAO Howard Carley; Manager of Public Works, Tim Harris; Manager of Financial Services, Sharleen Karamanian, and Engineering Consultant, Max Coupland. Approximately ten residents were also in attendance.

Anmore Parking Regulation and Enforcement Amendment By-law 499-2010 to allow residents to park on the north side of Ravenswood and in the turn-around circle was passed. Tim Harris, as by-law enforcement officer, asked if there would be permits to show which cars belonged to residents. Mayor Anderson said that none were needed and if there was a problem that Council would revisit the issue. Mr. Harris indicated that signs would be ordered within a week to ten days.
Councillor Palmer-Isaak excused herself from the next discussion of the unsightly appearance of the Uplands Drive Pump Station. Her father-in-law Willy Isaak and Mr. Doug Hallat were both in the Council Chamber, as were Mr. and Mrs. Butterton, the people directly affected by the unfulfilled plans to have the pump station fit in with the natural environment. 

Original plans showed 15’ trees and a living roof. It appears that the developer has not left sufficient room for the tall trees and the living roof seems to be a non-starter. There is also a very high, unsightly aluminum vent and high powered lights that shine directly into the Butterton’s bedroom window. 
The Butterton’s were clearly frustrated that the developer and the Village had not followed through on promises to ameliorate the situation. When asked, Sue Butterton indicated that they had three priorities relative to the promises they have heard over the last three years: i) Appearance: good-sized trees need to be planted, ii) Getting rid of the light in their Bedroom at Night:  the lights on the building need to be muted, iii) Minimizing the Noise: when there is a power shortage the noise of the generators is really loud.
Mr. Butterton indicated that the developer never did what was promised and he was extremely frustrated by the on-going dance. He did not want the sidewalk moved to the other side of the street. 

After a good deal of discussion, ultimately Council decided to:

· Get trees as large as possible around the building, staggering on the upward slope as necessary.

· Shield the lights as much as possible, and

· Paint the roof and add lattice and trees as appropriate.

Councillor Palmer-Isaak returned at 7:33 and her father-in-law Willi Isaak Sr. and Doug Hallat, the developers left. 

Next, Sharleen Karamanian gave the Statements of Financial Information for the Year 2009. Administrator, Council and staff salaries are shown in the attachments to the Special Council Meeting Agenda. 

Next, proposed Community Grant Guidelines were discussed. The new standards required ‘Budget Projections for the Current Year’ and ‘’Budget Details of the Previous Year. Anmore Times representative, Pam Blackman, asked if “they” really had to do this. Mayor Anderson said, “Yes”. And Councillor Palmer Isaak explained that it shouldn’t be difficult because “they” could leave out a number of the items.

The meeting adjourned without a Public Question Period.
